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In order to encourage university students in Alberta to learn Chinese language and Chinese
culture, Chinese Consulate General of P.R. China in Vancouver and Confucius Institute in
Edmonton are hosting the Alberta 6th Chinese Bridge — Chinese Language Proficiency
Competition for University Students. The co-hosts will be U of A, U of C, China Institute,
MacEwan University, Concordia University of Edmonton and NAIT.
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Chinese Bridge was initiated by Hanban (Office of Chinese Language Council International).
Since 2002, Hanban has successfully hosted the final world competition in China every year. It
has become very popular around the world for university students as the platform to learn
Chinese and Chinese culture.

1. Category A (A 4)

Students who are taking the third year or fourth year’s Chinese courses or have completed the
third year or fourth year’s Chinese courses at the universities and colleges (Must hold Canadian
citizenship or landed immigrant status).
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2. Category B (B 4)

Students who are taking the first year or second year’s Chinese courses or have completed the
first year or second year’s Chinese courses at the universities and colleges (Must hold Canadian
citizenship or landed immigrant status).
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3. Category C (C4)

Students who are university students and whose first language is not mandarin (who did not
study in junior high school or up in China and they must hold Canadian citizenship or landed
immigrant status).
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The following students are not qualified to register for the competition.
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Students whose first language is Mandarin
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Students who are from China and are not Canadian citizen and Canadian landed
immigrants.
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Students who studied at junior high school and up in China
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International students from countries other than China are eligible to register even they are not
Canadian citizen or landed immigrants.
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In order to encourage more students to participate in Chinese Bridge

Competition, new categories will be added to the Chinese Bridge Competition

this year. The students who register in these categories only participate in
‘Speech Competition’” and ‘Knowledge Contest about China and Chinese

Culture’ . These categories are as the following.
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Category A(S), A (S) #4H; Category B(S), B (S) ZH; Category C(S), C(S)4l

The requirements for these categories are the same as the first group. Please
note that the winners from these new categories will not be considered to be
selected to attend the Chinese Bridge final in China.
